From Tuscaloosa, travel on Hwy 69 N until you get to Jasper. Continue on Hwy 69N into Jasper (cfbés
railroad tracks) and turn left onto Commerce Avenue. Go 1 block and turn left on 19" Street. Immediately
after you have turned onto 19" Street, take the next right onto Alabama Avenue. Continue on Alabama
Avenue 1.2 miles and you will reach the Hwy 78 intersection. Go straight through this intersection (Alabama
Avenue now becomes Airport Road) and drive 3.5 miles. You will come to an intersection with a traffic light.
Turn right at this intersection and go less than 1 mile. You will cross over a bridge and turn onto the dirt road
immediately on the right after crossing the bridge. You will see the Camp O’Rear sign.

From Haleyville, travel on Hwy 5 south to Jasper; turn left on Brakefield Dairy Road and continue 2.5 miles
until you reach intersection where Brakefield Dairy Road turns into AL Hwy 257. Continue straight through
intersection (now on AL Hwy 257 - also known as the Curry Hwy) for 2.5 miles to Camp O’Rear. Watch for old
bridge right past mile marker 3; then turn right onto dirt road - you will see Camp O’Rear sign and outer
gate.

From Double Springs, travel on Hwy 195 south to Jasper. Turn left onto AL Hwy 257 (at intersection with
Brown’s Grocery). Drive 2.5 miles on AL Hwy 257 (also known as Curry Hwy) to Camp O’Rear. Watch for old
bridge right past mile marker 3; then turn right onto dirt road - you will see Camp O’Rear sign and outer
gate.
